
A preview of new products 
New products and updates to existing products we are work-
ing on:

We have two products that we are currently working on right 
now. They are both in our prototype stage and will be ready 
for shipment in the next two months. One is a new ten chan-
nel single rack space headphone amp with low cost kept in 
mind during the design called the RA102. We also have a two 
channel 20 watt amp that is very small in size like the PA71 
but stereo and with more power called the RA202.

We are currently beta testing a Moving Coil to Moving Magnet 
small passive adapter. If all goes well it will be ready in three 
months.

For 2009 we are planing on expanding the Bellari line with 
three products. One is a single channel single rack space 
tube mic preamp. Another is a high end version of the VP 
series phono preamps that will be compatible with Moving 
Coil cartridges and finally a long awaited tube headphone 
amp. These will be in development for a few months but we 
are optimistic they will be ready sometime in 2009.
